Welcome and Call to Order

Chairman Hipp called the meeting to order and announced a quorum in attendance. He welcomed
everyone to the meeting. The invocation was given by Secretary Marlowe. Chairman Hipp asked that Mr.
O’Donnell introduce our visitors.

Approval of Minutes

Chairman Hipp presented the minutes of the April 27, 2006, South Carolina Aeronautics Commission (the
Commission) meeting for approval. Commissioner McMillan made a Motion the minutes be approved as
presented, Vice-Chairman Hamilton seconded, and all approved.

Presentation

Mr. Burnette, Director of the Airport Services Division, Virginia Department of Aviation, gave an
informative power point presentation. His presentation answered questions submitted to him by the South
Carolina Commissioners. His presentation was extremely well prepared and well received by the
Commission. Everyone was very grateful to Mr. Burnette for coming to South Carolina and sharing both
his expertise and time.

Presentation on DOR Aviation Gasoline Tax Reporting Form

Vice-Chairman Hamilton stated that Representative Robert E. (Bob) Walker, on behalf of the Commission,
requested that the Department of Revenue (DOR) revise the State Sales, Use, and Aviation Gasoline Tax
Return Form and Guidelines to include Aviation Jet Fuel in the definition of Aviation Gasoline. Several
requests were made for this revision with no success but when Representative Walker made the request, a
revised form was promptly issued on May 3, 2006. In the month of May, we experienced a major increase
to the State Aviation Fund revenues. In April collections were $88,623; in May they were $154,255,
making a major jump of $65,632. Vice-Chairman Hamilton stated he is very hopeful that this indicates a
strong funding trend for the State Aviation Fund in the future.
