Welcome and Call to Order

Chairman Hipp called the meeting to order and announced a quorum in attendance. He welcomed
everyone to the meeting. The invocation was given by Commissioner Bauer. Chairman Hipp asked that
Mr. O'Donnell introduce our visitors.

Approval of Minutes

Chairman Hipp presented the minutes of the June 29, 2006, South Carolina Aeronautics Commission (the
Commission) meeting for approval. Commissioner McMillan made a Motion the minutes be approved as
presented, Secretmy Marlowe seconded, and all approved.

Proiects for Consideration
Grand Strand Aimort- Horrv COllntv

Mr. Werts presented a maintenance project for Grand Strand Airport for obstruction tree removal on airport
property and on properties controlled by aviation easements. The total project amount is $466,253 with the
state portion being $119,122. The Division of Aeronautics (DOA) staff recommends approval of this
project. Commissioner Frasher made a Motion to approve this project as presented, Vice-Chairman
Hamilton seconded, Commissioner Edwards voted no and all other Commissioners approved.

Greenville Downtown Airvort .

Mr. Werts presented a capital improvement project for the Greenville Downtown Airport to rehabilitate the
North apron. The total project amount is $842,882 with the state portion being $21,072. The DOA staff
recommends approval of this project. Commissioner Edwards made a Motion to approve this project as
presented, Commissioner McMillan seconded, Commissioner Frasher abstained, and all other
Commissioners approved.

Chairman Hipp gave an update on the Cirrus/Greenville Downtown Airport Grant stating he wrote a letter
to the Chairman of Cirrus giving a deadline on acceptance of the grant by September 30,2006. If the grant
is not accepted by that date, the grant will be rescinded and the funds reincorporated for use on other
projects.
