Projects for Consideration

Mr. Werts presented the Lexington County at Pelion Airport project that was approved by the
DOA grant staff at a 95 percent Federal and 2.5 percent state match for an apron expansion and a
fuel service road utilizing the new consent agenda procedure instituted by the Commission at the
February meeting. The total project amount is $139,945 and the state match 1s $3,498.

She gave an update on the
Aviation Education Proviso (the Proviso), which should come before the Senate next week.
