Welcome and Call to Order
Chairman Hipp called the meeting to order and announced a quorum in attendance. He welcomed
everyone to the meeting. The invocation was given by Commissioner McMillan. Chairman Hipp
introduced our visitor: Mr. Manning of Columbia Metropolitan Airport and representative for the SC
Aviation Association (SCAA).

Approval of Minutes

Chairman Hipp presented the minutes of the March 23,2006, South Carolina Aeronautics Commission (the
Commission) meeting for approval. Vice-Chairman Hamilton made a Motion the minutes be approved as
presented, Commissioner McMillan seconded, and all approved.

Proiects for Consideration
Sumter Countv

Mr. Werts presented a maintenance project for the Sumter Airport to repair the rotating beacon in the total
amount of $8,200 with the state portion being $6,150. The Division of Aeronautics (DOA) staff
recommends approval of this project. Commissioner McMillan made a Motion to approve this project as
presented, Vice-Chairman Hamilton seconded, Commissioner Bauer abstained and all others approved.

Georgetown County
Mr. Werts presented a capital improvement project for the Georgetown County Airport to provide design
engineering and bidding services for the Runway 5 extension, safety area improvements, and taxiway
extension. This project is to be funded up front by the state and will be eligible for reimbursement by the
FAA in 2007. The total project amount is $114,465 with the state portion being $68,679. The DOA staff
recommends approval of this project. Vice-Chairman Hamilton made a Motion to approve this project as
presented, Commissioner McMillan seconded, and all approved.

Barnwell Countv

Mr. Werts presented a project to expand and rehabilitate the apron at the Barnwell County Airport. This
project is to be funded up front by the state and will be eligible for reimbursement by the FAA in 2007 for
approximately $475,000 or 95% of the entitlement funds. Currently, Barnwell County has $462,812 of

FAA E?titlement Funds on hand. The DOA staff recommends approval of this project. Vice-Chairman
